Responsible Finance Officer Report

e ITC 24010 - End of year Finance Report — This report was circulated to member’s previous to the
meeting. The RFO highlighted that there was a £35 overspend and this was attributed to payments being made
before the end of the fiscal year, however, this will be offset due to receiving more income than anticipated for the
year. Cllr Huggins was curious as to what accounted for the increase in assets compared to previous years, the RFO
explained that a full review of ITCs assets had been undertaken by a surveyor which resulted in assets, such as the
Lantern and lIfracombe Centre, having increased in value. This is most likely due to an increase in property value.
